Worship Service Survey Analysis

Analysis

Church volunteers conducted a phone survey of every current member of Trinity Southern Baptist Church during a one-week period. A total of 166 surveys were returned, 155 of which were included in calculating percentages.  
The majority of respondents would prefer to have a traditional service. Based on the responses, the majority of those respondents would prefer to have the traditional service at 10:45 a.m.* Interestingly, of the 40 percent of total respondents that said they would prefer a contemporary service, the majority of those respondents also preferred the 10:45 a.m. service time. Overall, 63 percent of total counted respondents would prefer the 10:45 a.m. service. 
Based on these results it could be argued that many members would attend morning worship at 10:45 a.m. regardless of the type of service. However, based on these results, to appeal to a majority of respondents, the church should implement a traditional service at 10:45 a.m.

Contemporary – 67, 43.23%
8 a.m. – 23, 34.33
10:45 a.m. – 41, 61.19%
Other – 3, 4.48%
Summary: Of 155 total surveys counted, 67 respondents (40.36 percent) would prefer a contemporary morning worship service. Of those 67 that would prefer a contemporary service, 61 percent said they would prefer that service to be at 10:45 a.m. and 34 percent said they would prefer that service to be at 8 a.m.

Traditional – 88, 56.77%
8 a.m. – 29, 32.95%
10:45 a.m. – 57, 64.77% 
Other – 2, 2.27%
Summary: Of 166 total surveys returned, 88 respondents (53.01 percent) would prefer a traditional morning worship service. Of those 88 that would prefer a traditional service, 65 percent said they would prefer that service to be at 10:45 a.m. and 33 percent said they would prefer that service to be at 8 a.m.

Other – 11
Summary: Of the 166 total surveys, 11 were considered “other” due to an incomplete or inaccurate response and were not counted when determining overall percentages.

*The percent difference between the number of respondents preferring a traditional versus a contemporary service is not statistically significant.
